ICT POLICY
Purpose:
To encourage and educate the students of Mount Macedon Primary School in Information and Communication Technology (ICT), as an interdisciplinary domain by developing their skills and understandings of technologies.  To assist this process the school will use the intranet, the Internet and the school’s ICT resources. 
Guidelines:
The ICT program in the school will provide:

· an understanding of the functions of computers and skills relating to technology

· an awareness of ICT in society

· the use of ICT in the classroom as an aid to teaching and learning across all domains 

· ICT tasks that are to be sequentially developed to enhance units of work

· new thinking and learning skills that produce creative and innovative insights

· more productive ways of working and solving problems individually and collaboratively 

· an understanding of concepts, issues, relationships and processes 
· communication locally and globally, to solve problems and to share knowledge 

Implementation:
· This will involve all students from Levels 1 to 4 in an integrated approach

· Continue use of the IWB (Interactive Whiteboard)
· ICT units will be integrated across all strands, domains and dimensions.

· Integrate the use of technology throughout all domains including digital stills and video cameras.

· Integrated the use of the 1 to 1 laptop program within the grade 5/6 classroom 

· The integration of IWB into all classrooms

Evaluation:

This policy will be reviewed with staff, student, parent and community input as part of the school’s three year review cycle.
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
