MATHEMATICS POLICY
Purpose:
To give students the opportunity to: 

1. Develop an understanding of the role of mathematics in life, society and work and mathematics as a discipline.

2. See mathematical connections and be able to apply mathematical concepts, skills and processes imposing and solving mathematical problems.

3. Demonstrate useful mathematical and numeracy skills for successful employment and functioning in society. 

4. Be involved in positive experiences, in which all students will be able to develop confidence and a sense of achievement from what they learn.
Guidelines:
1. The program will be based on achieving the learning outcomes from the relevant levels of VELS (Victorian Essential Learning Standards)
2. Units of work will be supported by the VELs, The DEECD (Department of Education and Early Childhood Development) Maths continuum located on the DEECD website. 

3. The following dimensions will be covered: Number, Space, Measurement, Chance and Data, Structure and Working Mathematically.

4. Early Years and Middle Years Numeracy guidelines will be incorporated into the program. 

Implementation:
· A Maths coordinator will oversee the implementation and evaluation of the Mathematics program, resource allocation and maintenance.

· Ongoing professional development for teachers will be provided.

· Mathematics will be integrated across the curriculum as applicable.

· Math equipment will be centrally located and shared between rooms for use in the classrooms.

· A diverse range of activities will be provided, to cater for a broad range of learning styles.

· Students will be involved in problem solving and “hands on” activity-based learning and real life experiences, in order to develop their own strategies to consolidate Math concepts.

· A variety of teaching and learning strategies will be used including ICT and Interactive Whiteboards.

· All students will have the opportunity to compete in Australian Mathematics competitions. 
· Early Years and Middle Years Numeracy strategies will be implemented (P-6).
· Assessment for Grades will include:
Prep-2
· DEECD Early Years Numeracy On-Line Interview
Grade 3-6
· VCAA (Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority) On Demand Testing – adaptive and linear
· DEECD Mathematics On-Line Interview- Fractions & Decimals
Evaluation:
This policy will be reviewed with staff, student, parent and community input as part of the school’s three year review cycle.
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
